The Women’s Half Marathon was won by Crystina Ridenour, 23, from Fort Wayne, 
finishing with a winning time of 1:22:16, 13 seconds ahead of second place Ashley Ade, 
25.  Third place went to 23-year-old Crystal Reichert. 
 

The Half Marathon wheelchair division was won by Devin Gilliam, 19, of Fort Wayne with 
a time of 1:37:19. 
 

The 4 Mile race was won by Edward Ditmyer, 29, of Van Wert,  OH.  He finished in 
22:08, nearly three minutes ahead of his closest competitor.  Sarah Suddarth, 24, of Fort 
Wayne finished first among the women 4 Milers, with a time of 27:13.
